New Sounds, New Instruments!   

Akio Suzuki is a pioneer of sound art who has influenced and inspired artists and audiences worldwide. One of his most distinctive inventions is the echo instrument he named Analapos, incorporating the 'throw & follow' principle that continues to characterize his performance style. Also a recognised installation artist and sound sculptor, Akio has received commissions in France, Germany, Japan and the UK.  He has numerous CDs to his credit, an upcoming commission with the Osaka gamelan group, exhibitions in Kyoto and Tokyo. In March, after the Asia Pacific Festival Akio returns to NZ to perform at AK07 in Auckland.
Phil Dadson (www.sonicsfromscratch.co.nz), is an artist with a performance and instrument building practice grounded in the ethics of Scratch Orchestra and From Scratch (1971 -2002). Over the years he has developed a vast arsenal of instruments that include giant PVC slap-tube stations, spun and bowed drones, Nundrum, Zitherums, the Gloopstring family, song/stones and many others. He regularly exhibits and performs in NZ and overseas, most recently at Ear to the Earth festival in New York. His most recent CD Sound Tracks features solo improvisations on a range of his sonic inventions.

Koichi Makigami (http://www.makigami.com/) is leader/vocalist/thereminist/mouth harp player for rock band HIKASHU, known for his virtuosic vocal range and expression as well as his unique incorporation of elements of theatre, performance, and entertainment, all of which make this Japanese band so widely acclaimed both critically and popularly. He is also active as voice improvisation artist and solo performer and has performed widely throughout the world and has collaborated with a great many artists and musicians including Takahashi Yuji, John Zorn, Meredith Monk, David Moss, Ikue Mori,  Lauren Newton, Jaap Blonk, Carl Stone, Jon Rose, Guy Klucevsek, and Derek Bailey.  He likes conversing with machines.
